Dear Esteemed Stakeholders,

It gives me immense pleasure to welcome you all at the 30th Annual 
General Meeting of BECIL and to present the 30th Annual Report of the 
Company.

Organizational Reforms & Standard Operating Procedures

The financial year 2024–25 has been a year of strategic reforms and 
strengthening of internal processes of the Company. In line with our 
commitment to bring in greater transparency, accountability and 
operational efficiency, a comprehensive review of internal processes was 
undertaken. As a result, Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) related 
to 1) Empanelment of Vendors and Award of Contracts, 2) Guidelines 
for publishing of EoIs/RFPs, 3) Performance evaluation of Contractual 
Employees to ensure functional efficiency and 4) Recruitment of 
Contractual Employees have been promulgated. Additionally, Risk Assessment of projects (both technical & 
financial) are now carried out diligently to protect BECIL’s interests. Independent External Monitors (IEMs) are 
also engaged on case-to-case basis for vetting of high-value projects to strengthen transparency. Financial and 
legal vetting have been made mandatory for all RFPs, EoIs, MoUs, and Contracts towards strengthening our 
operating procedures. In contracts related to manpower placements for clients, detailed guidelines have been 
issued to ensure 100% labour and statutory compliance in line with various Acts and Statutory Provisions of 
the Government of India.

Financial Performance

While these strategic reforms will significantly benefit the Company in the long run, however, due to their 
short term impact, the Company recorded a turnover of Rs. 98,475.57 lakhs in FY 2024–25, as compared 
with Rs. 1,25,975.02 Lakhs in the previous year. The Company recorded a Profit after Tax (PAT) of  

Rs. 407.04 lakhs in FY 2024–25.

Financial Performance

1.	 In line with our commitment to enhance transparency and accountability, the Company undertook a 
comprehensive exercise to streamline and refine its Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) for tender 
participation and award of contracts. While this exercise caused certain short-term disruptions, it has 
significantly strengthened our operating procedures.

	 Further, a detailed risk assessment of all ongoing and new projects was also carried out. Projects, including 
some manpower deployment projects, which were considered to be inherently risky in terms of lack of 
expertise, technical performance, financial viability, or litigation exposure, were either foreclosed or not 
extended beyond their initial tenure, in order to safeguard the Company’s interests.

	 Despite these strategic reforms and corrective measures, the Company recorded a turnover of  
Rs. 98,475.57 Lakhs in FY 2024-25, as against Rs. 1,25,975.02 Lakhs in FY 2023-24.

2.	 The Profit before tax (PBT) is Rs. 1045.68 Lakhs for FY 2024-25 as compared to Rs. 1938.07 Lakhs in FY 
2023-24, however, due to provision for bad debts amounting to Rs. 583.74 Lakhs in accordance with 
NCLT’s order against outstanding dues from M/s Reliance Broadcast Network Limited, the Gross Profit 
has reduced to Rs. 461.94 Lakhs.

3.	 The other expenditure has reduced to Rs. 1243.74 Lakhs in FY 2024-25 as compared to Rs. 1371.69 
Lakhs in FY 2023-24, however, after provisioning for M/s Reliance Broadcast Network Limited, total 
other expenses increased to Rs. 1827.48 Lakhs.

E.	 Summary of Performance/ Operations

In overall, the performance of BECIL’s operations during the year 2024-25 has been satisfactory.

During Financial year 2024-25, the Company had undertaken signification Organizational Restructuring, 
strategic reforms and establishment of new business operations procedures, which had an impact on the 
operations of the Company. In terms of Financial Performance, the total Turnover/ Revenue of the BECIL 
during the Year 2024-25 has been Rs. 984.76 Cr. in FY 2024-25, as against Rs. 1259.75 Cr. in FY 2023-
24. The Profit before tax (PBT) is Rs. 1045.68 Lakhs for FY 2024-25 as compared to Rs. 1938.07 Lakhs in 
FY 2023-24, however, due to provision for bad debts amounting to Rs. 583.74 Lakhs in accordance with 
NCLT order against outstanding dues from M/s Reliance Broadcast Network Limited, the Gross Profit has 
reduced to Rs. 461.94 Lakhs.

One of the main areas of operations of BECIL has been Manpower and Placement services. Revenue 
contribution from Manpower and Placement operations amounted to Rs. 393.70 Cr. The earnings from 
Projects and related activities have been more than Rs. 582 Cr. for the FY 2024-25.

F.	 Outlook

BECIL has thrived by being very dynamic and able to grasp opportunities for business and revenue 
enhancement. The Company explores new markets and business models; evolves new ways of customer 
and stakeholder engagement; enters into new strategic partnerships; adopts new technologies; and builds 
efficiencies in existing systems.

Opinion 
We have audited the financial statements of Broadcast Engineering Consultants India Limited, which 
comprise the Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2025, the Statement of Profit and Loss and the Statement of 
Cash Flows for the year then ended, and notes to the financial statement, including a summary of significant 
accounting policies and other explanatory information (hereinafter referred to as “the financial statements”).

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the aforesaid 
financial statements give the information required by the Act in the manner so required and give a true and 
fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India, of the state of affairs of the 
Company as at 31st March, 2025, and its profit and its cash flows for the year ended on that date.

Materiality is the magnitude of misstatements in the Financial Statements that, individually or in aggregate, 
makes it probable that the economic decisions of a reasonably knowledgeable user of the Financial Statements 
may be influenced. We consider quantitative materiality and qualitative factors in (i) planning the scope of 
our audit work and in evaluating the results of our work; and (ii) to evaluate the effect of any identified 
misstatements in the Financial Statements.

We communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other matters, the planned scope 
and timing of the audit and significant audit findings, including any significant deficiencies in internal control 
that we identify during our audit.

We also provide those charged with governance with a statement that we have complied with relevant ethical 
requirements regarding independence, and to communicate with them all relationships and other matters 
that may reasonably be thought to bear on our independence, and where applicable, related safeguards.

Emphasis of matter
We hereby invite your attention to the following:

a.	 We draw your attention to note no. 10 of the Financial Statements, which describes the amount of Rent 
Payable and Interest Payable to MI&B. In this respect, the Company has entered into MOU with the 
Ministry of Information & Broadcasting (MI&B) and the company is entitled for the Maintenance Fee 
& service Charges equal to 12% of the total rental & 3% of rental collected from the space/aperture 
respectively of the Tower. The company makes payment @ 85% to MI&B as and when the payment is 
received from the lessees. The outstanding as on the date of Balance Sheet is Rs.645.08 Lakhs including 
interest of Rs.478.01 Lakhs (Previous Year- Rs.1114.74 Lakhs). 

b.	 We draw your attention to Note 9 of the Financial Statements. It has been observed that the company has 
entered into a contract with Hindustan Petroleum Corporation Limited for SITC of Surveillance Camera 
on different locations as decided in MOU. The MOU was entered into with vendor correspondingly. 
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The vendor supplied the material at sites but did not complete the project as decided in MOU. The 
vendor raised the bill for supply of some material instead of whole supply. As the vendor withdrew 
from the project, the project was finally completed by BECIL itself. The vendor did not raise the bill for 
the complete supply, the company has made the provision for the rest amount of Rs.125.53 Lakhs of 
expense.

c.	 We draw your attention to Note 9 and 16 of the Financial Statements. It has been observed that as on 
the date of Balance Sheet Trade receivables (Note No 16) amounting to Rs.7,994.17 Lakhs (including 
provision) and Trade Payables (Note No 9) of Rs.3,775.43 Lakhs are outstanding for more than three 
years. It has further been observed that most of the outstanding is from the Government entities. Thus, 
the management is hereby suggested to put a responsibility for the early collection of the outstanding 
amounts.

d.	 We draw your attention to Note 12(c) of the financial statements, which describes that Capital Work-
in-Progress (CWIP) of Rs. 660.00 Lakhs has remained at the same stage of completion since September 
2023. As a result, the current realizable value or future economic benefits from such CWIP may not be 
ascertainable with reasonable certainty.

e.	 We draw your attention to Note No 18 of the Financial Statements which describes the outstanding 
amount of Rs.4,861 Lakhs (Excluding Interest) payable by The GreenBillon Limited (TGBL) to BECIL and 
Note representing Rs. 4678.82 Lakhs (Excluding Interest)  Payable by BECIL to IREDA.The Recovery 
proceedings are initiated through External agencies. 

Our opinion is not modified in respect of the above matters.

Report on other Legal and Regulatory Requirements

Notes on Financial Statements as at and for the year ending 31st March, 2025

1	 General Information
	� “Broadcast Engineering Consultants India Limited (BECIL), a Mini Ratna Central Public Sector 

Enterprise (CPSE) was incorporated on 24th March, 1995 under the Companies Act, 2013 (erstwhile 
the Companies Act,1956) by Government of India with 100% equity share capital of BECIL held by 
President of India through Secretary and Joint Secretary of Ministry of Information & Broadcasting. 
 
The Company was initially set up for providing project consultancy services and turnkey solutions 
encompassing the entire gamut of radio and television broadcast engineering, establishment of 
transmission facilities i.e content production facilities, terrestrial, like satellite and cable broadcasting 
in India and abroad and the company has now diversified into the fields of Strategic Projects such 
as Information Communication Technology, Electronic Surveillance (namely CCTV, Access Control, 
Intrusion, Fire Safety, Hydrants, etc.), Electronic Media contents including films, Sentinel Analytics, 
Counter Drones/UAV etc. The activities include but not limited to Supply, Installation, Testing & 
Commissioning, Consultancy Services, Technical Audit, Media Analysis, R&D, projects pertaining to 
Digital India, City Surveillance, Safe City, Smart City, Make in India, Made in India, Manufacturing, 
Audio Video & Data Analysis, Cyber Security, Engineering, Procurement & Construction, Project 
Management Services, Operation and Maintenance, Manpower Placement, AMC and providing the 
total turnkey project for the critical information infrastructure.”

2	 Significant Accounting Policies
2.1	 Basis of preparation of Financial Statements

“The financial statements are prepared under historical cost convention on accrual basis in accordance 
with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India and to comply with the Accounting 
Standards specified under section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Rule 7 of the Companies 
(Accounts) Rules, 2014. The accounting policies have been consistently applied by the Company and 
are consistent with those used in the previous year. 

All assets and liabilities have been classified as current or non-current as per the Company’s normal 
operating cycle and other criteria set out in the Companies Act, 2013. Based on the nature of products 
and the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their realisation in cash and cash 
equivalents, the Company has ascertained its operating cycle as 12 months for the purpose of current 
and non-current classification of assets and liabilities.

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with Accounting Principles requires that:
(i)  	 The management makes estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and 

liabilities,
(ii)	 Disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities as on the date of the financial statements.”
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2.2	 Revenue/Expenditure Recognition

a)	 Sale of Goods/ SITC Project : Sale of Goods/ SITC Project includes-

i)	 Sales of goods : Revenue from sale of goods is recognized when all the significant risks and 
rewards of ownership of the goods have been passed to the buyer, usually on delivery of 
the goods.

ii)	 Income from Supply, Installation ,Testing & Commissioning (SITC) : The revenue from 
SITC/ Turnkey Projects is recognised on the basis of percentage of completion method 
as determined by the management only on the basis of estimate of cost and progress of 
completion, which are available with reasonable accuracy. 

b)	 Sale of Technical Services : Sale of Technical Services includes-

i)	 Income from Consultancy and Technical Services : The Company recognizes revenue 
when persuasive evidence exists, usually in the form of an arrangement; that significant 
risks and rewards of ownership have been transferred to the buyer, the amount of the revenue 
can be measured reliable, the recovery delivery has occurred or services have been rendered; 
seller’s price to buyer is fixed or determinable; and collectability is reasonably assured.

ii)	 Income from maintenance : Revenues from maintenance contracts are recognized pro-
rata over the period of the contract as and when services are rendered.

iii)	 Income from Recruitment : Revenues from recruitment are recognised on accrual basis. 
BECIL is engaged in providing services for conducting test to different organisations for 
the recruitment of their personnel against which it collects money from the organisation /
candidate appearing in the test and the same is booked as income. 

c)	 Income from Manpower & Placement Services :  

	 Revenues from Manpower Placement contracts are recognized pro-rata over the period of the 
contract as and when services are rendered. 

d)	 Taxes on Revenue : The company collects Goods and service tax (GST) or applicable taxes, if 
any, on behalf of the government and, therefore, it is not an economic benefit flowing to the 
company. Hence, it is excluded from revenue. 

e)	 Interest Income : 

i) 	 Interest on Fixed Deposit (FDR’s) are recognized on accrual basis.

ii)	 Interest on Income Tax Refund is recognized on cash basis.

iii)	 Other Interest Income is recognized when there is reasonable level of certainty that the 
earned income will be receivable by the company.

2.3	 Valuation of Inventories

i)	 The sales Project includes stock comprising of raw material and spares is valued at cost or net 
realizable value whichever is lower. Cost of raw materials and spares are determined on FIFO 
basis.

ii)	 Work in Progress is valued as follows :

a)	 100% of the cost of material issued/supplied.

b)	 all other direct expenses attributable to the project/contract till the end of the financial year.

iii)	 Stock-in-transit is recognized for goods shipped up to year end.

	 Intangible assets acquired marcharately are measured on initial recognition at cost. Following 
initial recognition, intangible assets are carried at cost less accumulated amortization and 
accumulated impairment losses, if any. Intangible assets are amortized on a straight line basis 
over the estimated useful economic life. The company uses a rebuttable presumption that the 
useful life of an intangible asset will not exceed ten years from the date when the asset is available 
for use. All intangible assets are assessed for impairment whenever there is an indication that the 
intangible asset may be impaired.

2.5	 Impairment of Assets

	 Cash flow statement is made using the indirect method, whereby profit before tax is adjusted for the 
effects of transactions of a non-cash nature and any deferrals or accruals of past or future cash receipts 
or payments. The cash flows from operating, financing and investing activities of the Company are 
segregated.

2.11	 Employee Benefits

In the year in which the MAT credit becomes eligible 
to be recognised as an asset in accordance with the recommendations contained in guidance 
notes issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India, this side asset is created by way 
of a credit to the statement of the Profit & Loss account and shown as MAT Credit Entitlement 
under Loans & Advances. The company reviews the same at each balance sheet date and writes 
down the carrying amount the MAT credit entitlement to the extent there is no longer convincing 
evidence to the effect that Company will pay normal Income Tax during the specified period.

c)	 Deferred Income tax is recognised on timing difference between the accounting income and 
the taxable income for the year, originate in one period and are capable of reversal in one or 
more subsequent period. Such deferred tax is quantified using the tax rates and laws enacted or 
substantively enacted as at the balance sheet date. Deferred tax assets are recognised and carried 
forward to the extent that there is a reasonable certainty that sufficient future taxable income will 
be available against which such deferred tax assets can be realized.

The Company has shown the bank overdrafts separately under Short-term Borrowings (Note No. 8). Consequently, 
the interest paid on overdrafts should appropriately be reflected under Cash Flow from Financing Activities.

The Company has not adjusted Profit Before Tax for the overdraft interest paid (`824.56 Lakh disclosed under 
Finance Cost Note No. 25). This is not in compliance with para 30 of Accounting Standard 3. As a result, Net 
Cash Flow (used) from Operating Activities has been overstated by `824.56 Lakh and Net Cash Flow (used) from 
Financing Activities was understated by the same amount.
